Before you plan an outdoor activity or any activities that not at your normal Scouting venue, notify your ADC via the NAN form (nights away notification) which can be found at https://www.nottingham-scouts.org.uk/nan
Also make sure you have assessed the activity for any risks and check to see if the Activity requires any special permits sure as rifle shooting. These can be checked on the Scout POR system - https://www.scouts.org.uk/por
Whilst we don’t want this to seem scary and we want to offer fun and exciting activities we must do so remembering that the safety of the young people and indeed the leaders is of paramount importance.

Yellow Card

You may hear the term “Yellow Card” being used during your Scouting life. This is a safeguarding practice that all leaders are expected to follow.
